September’s luncheon is a 2 hour presentation by Michelle Rudovich and Aspen Taylor on current trends
in health care fraud with an overview of investigative efforts and prosecutions.

Michelle Grant Rudovich serves as the Assistant Director/Litigation Manager of the Medicaid Fraud and
Abuse Control Unit of the Kentucky Office of the Attorney General. She has been a member of the unit for
approximately 4 % years. Prior to joining the Office of the Attorney General, Michelle served as a felony
prosecutor at the Office of the Commonwealth’s Attorney in Jefferson County, Kentucky and specialized in
the areas of domestic violence, crimes against the elderly, and juvenile defendants. Michelle has negotiat-
ed over 300 felony cases and has served as trial counsel on eighteen trials, including eight homicide tri-
als. In addition, Michelle serves as an Adjunct Professor at the University of Louisville Brandeis School of
Law where she teaches Negotiations. Michelle graduated from the University of Louisville with a Juris
Doctor in 2005 and with a Bachelor of Science in Political Science with a concentration in Business Admin-
istration in 2002.

Aspen Taylor serves as a Healthcare Data Administrator in the Medicaid Fraud and Abuse Control Unit
(MFCU) of the Kentucky Office of the Attorney General. She also served as a MFCU Auditor for Special In-
vestigations. She has been a valuable member of the unit for two years. Prior to joining the Office of the
Attorney General, Aspen worked in the Office of Inspector General from 2007 — 2013 in the capacity of
Auditor, Medicaid Services Specialist and Special Investigator. Additionally, Aspen is a Certified Profes-
sional Coder (CPC). Aspen graduated from Morehead State University in 2006 with a Bachelor of Business
Administration with a concentration in Accounting. Aspen lives in Mt. Sterling, KY with her husband and
two sons.
